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UVODNA REC

Katedra za engleski jezik i knjizevnost i Biblioteka Filozofskog fakulteta u Novom Sadu
pripremile su izlozbu knjiga - Various Faces of America — Poklon prof. dr Dzejmsa Hola sa
Univerziteta Ilinoj u Cikagu, &ije je sve€ano otvaranje bilo 30. V 2002. godine u prostorijama
Centralne Citaonice.

Prof. dr DZejms Hol (James C. Hall) je direktor osnovnih studija na Katedri za afro-americke
studije i profesor na Katedri za engleski jezik i knjizevnost Univerziteta Ilinoj u Cikagu. Autor je
brojnih radova iz afro-americke knjizevnosti. PoSto Katedra za engleski jezik i knjizevnost
planira da realizuje kurs afro-americke knjizevnosti za postdiplomce, pozvala je dr Dzejmsa
Hola da oktobra 2001. godine odrzi predavanja na Katedri za engleski jezik i knjiZzevnost.
Saradnja sa prof. Holom se nastavila i rezultirala poklonom od 110 knjiga Seminarskoj biblioteci
za engleski jezik 1 knjiZevnost.

Poklon sadrzi monografske publikacije iz knjiZzevnosti (americka 1 afro-ameri¢ka knjizevost,
knjizevnost americkih manjina, knjizevne kritike 1 studije...) 1 americkih studija
(interdisciplinarni radovi vezani za etnicke, kulturne 1 drustvene odnose). Autori publikacija su
znacajna knjiZzevna imena 1 dobitnici najvecih knjizevnih nagrada: spisateljica Toni Morrison,
prvi afro-americki dobitnik Nobelove nagrade za knjizevnost (1993) i dobitnik Pulicerove
nagrade za knjizevnost (1988, Beloved). Ostali dobitnici Pulicerove nagrade su: Gwendolyn
Brooks (1949, Annie Allen), Bernard Malamud (1967, The Fixer), N. Scott Momaday (1969,
House Made of Dawn), John Updike (1981, Rabbit Is Rich i 1990, Rabbit at Rest), Alice Walker
(1983, The Color Purple), Anne Tyler (1985, The Accidental Tourist i 1988, Breathing Lessons),
Rita Dove (1987, Thomas and Bewlah). Tematski najbrojniji deo poklona pripada afro-americkoj
knjizevnosti (poezija, proza, antologije, kriticki radovi...).

Sve publikacije iz poklona prezentovane su na izlozbi 1 popisane u katalogu. Katalog sadrzi 100
bibliografskih jedinica podeljenih na dve celine: T KnjiZevnost (pet grupa): 1. Afro-americka
knjizevnost, 2. Americka knjizevnost, 3. Knjizevnost americkih manjina, 4. Ostale knjizevnosti
na engleskom jeziku, 5. Knjizevna kritika i knjizevne studije.

Sve grupe (osim 4), jezicki 1 geografski pripadaju Sjedinjenim Americkim Drzavama. Afro-
americka knjizevnost izdvojena je u posebnu grupu zbog izrazitih tematskih, kulturnih i
istorijskih karakteristika. Knjizevnost americkih Indijanaca, hispanoamericka, azijsko-americka i
ostale knjizevnosti americkih manjina, svrstane su u jednu grupu. Posebnu grupu ¢ine ostale
knjizevnosti na engleskom jeziku (kanadska 1 juznoafricka).

II Americke studije (dve grupe): 1. Etnicitet, 2. Drustvo i kultura.
Americke studije (American Stadies) obuhvataju interdisciplinarna proucavanja nacionalnog,

politi¢kog 1 kulturnog Zivota SAD. U prvu grupu svrstane su publikacije koje imaju izrazen
etnicki aspekt, a u drugu one koje se bave globalnim pitanjima druStva i kulture.



Bibliografske jedinice unutar grupa su sloZene abecednim redom imena autora. Opis
monografskih publikacija dat je prema ISBD(M) — medunarodni standardni bibliografski opis
monografskih publikacija.

Knjige su inventarisane, signirane i kao celina inkorporirane u tekué¢i fond monografskih
publikacija Seminarske biblioteke za engleski jezik i knjizevnost. Uraden je lisni katalog po
navedenim celinama / grupama (skraceni bibliografski opis koji sadrzi i UDC odrednice).

Zahvaljuju¢i poklomu prof. dr DzZejmsa Hola, Seminarska biblioteka za engleski jezik i1
knjizevnost danas raspolaze najznacajnijom zbirkom afro-americke knjizevnosti u regionu, koja
nastavnicima 1 ostalim korisnicima Biblioteke pruza dragocene podatke za njihova dalja
istrazivanja.

Ve¢ duze vreme Seminarska biblioteka za engleski jezik i1 knjizevnost nije bila u prilici da
organizuje izlozbu ovakve vrste. Za ovo postoje bar dva razloga: prvi je politicke prirode -
godine koje su iza nas nisu davale povoda za slavlje; drugi je finansijske - sredstva dodeljena
Fakultetu bila su nedovoljna za kupovinu veceg broja knjiga. To ¢ini poklon prof. Halla nasoj
Biblioteci jo§ dragocenijim.

Veze izmedu Univerziteta u Novom Sadu i1 University of Illinois at Chicago (UIC) su
uspostavljene zahvaljujuéi programu prof. Radulovaikog (Cikago) koji omoguéava naSim
studentima da se mesec dana usavrSavaju na UIC. Kao ucesnik ovog programa 1998. sam srela
prof. Halla sa Katedre za engleski jezik i afro-americke studije. Po povratku u Jugoslaviju ostali
smo u vezi 1 uprkos teskoj politickoj situaciju u zemlji, njegova zelja da poseti nasu Katedru i
ucini nesto za studente je rasla. Konacno u oktobru prosle godine prof. Hall je dosao i odrzao
predavanja o delima Richarda Wrighta. Studenti su pokazali veliko interesovanje za njegova
predavanja 1 to je potvrdilo misljenje da bi kursevi iz afro-americke knjizevnosti i americkih
studija naiSli na dobar prijem. Glavna prepreka u ovom poduhvatu, medutim, bio je nedostatak
knjiga 1 zbog toga je prof. Hall po povratku u SAD poceo da trazi naine da nam pomogne.
Zahvaljujuéi njegovim naporima i uz podrsku njegovih kolega sa Katedre za engleski jezik i
afro-americke studije, kao i Stevena Hilsabecka iz New Trier High School, stotinak knjiga je
uskoro bilo na putu za Novi Sad. Sve su skoro izaSle iz Stampe 1 predstavljaju kljucnu literaturu
iz oblasti afro-americke knjizevnosti i americ¢kih studija i samim tim se uklapaju u kurseve koje
nameravamo da uvedemo. Knjige pokrivaju Siroku oblast afro-ameri¢ke knjizevnosti od njenih
pocetaka do danas i zastupljeni su svi vazni afro-americki pisci: Frederick Douglas, Harriet
Jacobs, Charles Chestnut, Anne Petry, Gwendolyn Brooks, Ralph Ellison, James Baldwin,
Richard Wright, Amiri Baraka, Audre Lorde, Jessie Faucet, Zora Neale Hurston i Rita Dove. Jo§
dragocenije su antologije (Cornerstones, An Anthology of African American Literature; Breaking
Ice, An Anthology of Contemporary African American Fiction, Vintage Books of African



America Poetry, New Bones: Contemporary Black Writers, The Prentice Hall Anthology of
African American Literature) koje sadrze ispovesti robova, duhovnu poeziju i opremljene su CD-
ima sa bluz i dzez muzikom i pojedinim pasusima koje iz svojih dela Citaju sami autori.

Prof. Hall nije zaboravio da kurseve iz americke knjizevnosti, takode, treba obnoviti savremenim
americkim autorima kao §to su Thomas Pynchon, Robert Coover, Ann Beattie i Anne Tyler kao i
antologijama najboljih americkih kratkih pri¢a. Medu knjigama su i antologije nedavno izasle iz
Stampe koje bacaju svetlo na posebne tradicije u okviru americke kulture i ukljucuju dela zena,
Afro-amerikanaca, Indijanaca i pisaca iz manjinskih grupa $to nam omoguéava uvid u stvaranje
americke kulture od njenih pocetaka. Ve¢ sami naslovi ovih antologija svedoce o njihovom Sirem
pogledu: New World of Literatures, Writing from Many Cultures i From Different Shores:
Perspectives on Race and Ethnicity in America. Ove knjige, kao i jo§ neke iz poklona, bave se
pitanjima etniciteta koja predstavlja noviji trend u studijama ameri¢ke kulture. Naime, studije
etniciteta razmatraju veze izmedu nacija, rasa, polova 1 klasa 1 na¢ine na koje se ove veze
uspostavljaju u globalnom 1 transnacionalnom okruzenju. Zbog interesovanja koji su studenti
pokazali tokom posete prof. Halla, u poklon je uvrstio i knjige koje se bave hispano-ameri¢kom,
kinesko-americkom i indijanskom knjizevnos¢u. Knjizevnost ameri¢kih manjina je skoro dosla u
fokus istrazivanja i njeni autori uspevaju da pruze sliku dominantne kulture iz drugacijeg ugla
gledanja 1 samim tim omoguce dublji uvid u nju. Dela iz knjiZzevnosti americkih manjina, koja se
do sada nisu studirala na nasem Odseku, pruzaju mogucénost ispitivanja nekih tema koje su
zajednicke multikulturalnim drustvima kao S§to su poreklo sukoba i moguénosti mirnog suzivota.
Knjige iz oblasti americ¢kih studija: Creating America: Reading and Writing Arguments, New
Worlds of Literature: Writing from America’s Many Cultures i(ili) Creating American
Civilization : a Genealogy of American Literature as an Academic Discipline bave se
interdisciplinarnom studijom americke kulture i drusStva, pruzaju kontekst za kurseve iz americke
knjizevnosti i mogu da pomognu studentima da dobiju bolji uvid u americki nac¢in zivota. Ali kao
Sto je 1 sluCaj sa studijama etniciteta, ove knjige se takode bave 1 pitanjima nacije, politickog
zivota, civilnog druStva i procesom demokratizacije i omogucavaju komparativan pristup
americkom 1 jugoslovesnkom iskustvu. Buduci da su knjige ciljno slate da bi nam pomogle da
stvorimo nove kurseve, mnoge od njih se bave pitanjima vezanim za predavanje americke
knjizevnosti, a posebno knjizevnosti manjina i na¢inima reSavanja problema koji mogu da se
jave u nastavi. Zbirka knjiga koju vam danas predstavljamo pokriva tako Siroku oblast americke
kulture da je jedinstvena ne samo u nasoj zemlji ve¢ i u celom regionu.

IzloZzba je posveCena knjigama zato Sto su nam one toliko dragocene; iz njih crpimo znanja o
svetu i ljudima. Cini mi se, medutim, da postoji neito §to nam je jo§ dragocenije i ¢emu treba
odati priznanje, a to je dobra volja. Prof. Hall je mogao da ostane samo jedan od nasih poznanika
ili jedan of mnogobrojnih profesora koji su posetili nasu Katedru, odrzali predavanje i otisli.
Umesto toga on je reSio da 1 dalje bude deo naseg Zivota. Radi na tome da uspostavi veze izmedu
svojih i nasih studenata time $to ¢e ucini svoje kurseve kompatibilnim sa nasim tako da njegovi i
nasi studenti mogu da komuniciraju; neumorno smislja nacine kako da nam pomogne i motivise
druge da nam Salju knjige tako da su neke ve¢ sad na putu. Prof. Hall me podsetio na nesto Sto
sam skoro zaboravila: mada dolazimo “sa razli¢itih obala” to ne mora da nas sprec¢i da zaista
shvatimo jedni duruge. Zelela bih da poru¢im njemu i onima koji su mu pomogli: hvala §to ste
nam otvorili toliko novih vrata.
