Review of
ELALT4 Conference Proceedings
edited by Olga Panié-Kavgi¢ and Arijana Luburié-Cvijanovié

(the Linguistics part)

This volume comprises ten selected papers presented at the Fourth International Conference on
English Studies: English Language and Anglophone Literatures Today (ELALT4), held at the
University of Novi Sad on 25 March 2017. It is organized into two parts: the first (titled
Linguistics) contains six papers in the field of English language and linguistics, and the second

(titled Literature) contains four papers in the field of Anglophone literary studies.

The Linguistics part offers a kaleidoscopic insight into a range of intriguing and inspiring topics
from different areas of language study. as follows: (1) Ivan Milosevi¢ and Tijana Vesi¢ Paviovié
provide a cognitive-linguistic account of the semantic relation of synonymy occurring between
English phrasal verbs with particles away, our and off, arguing that such synonymous relations are
motivated by the closely comparable conceptual scenes which stem from different spatial
configurations underlying the constituent particles: (2) Nina Lazarevic¢ looks into EFL student-
teachers’ reflections on the classroom management techniques and, based on the results of an
ample survey, shows that while student-teachers generally manifest a good recognition of teaching
practices, the reflective dimension is largely neglected, and merits further attention: (3) Nikolche
Mickoski presents a corpus-based approach to defining the Macedonian terminology related to
information and communication technologies from the point of view of specialized translation
training. showing how such an approach can be beneficial in selecting the most relevant terms to
be included in the national ICT glossary and 1CT-related dictionaries in order to ensure that the
same terms are used 1o denote the same concepts: (4) Milevica Bojovié explores university
students’ perception of EFL classroom reading practices and, based on measures of internal
consistency. deseriptive statistics and one-way analysis of variance, shows that students’ exposure
to blended learning results in a more positive perception of reading practices than exposure (o face-
to-face instruction; (5) Jakob Lenardi¢ examines the generic middle construction in FEnglish and
Slovenian from the point of view of the syntax-semantics interface, proposing a property -based
interpretation via a modal operator that operates on a fully-fledged proposition and relates it to a

circumstantial modal base: (6) Tanja Mili¢ev explores the phenomenon of embedded topicaiization




i Old English, arguing that the movement ol non-nominative phirascs across pro mominal subjects
could be taken as mstantiating the root clavsestype ot topicalization.

As can be seen from this overview, the range covered includes both theoretical and applied
perspectives, The former (represented by the first, the fifth and the sixth paper) encompasses
semantic and syntactic phenomena, intralinguistic and crosslinguistic analyses, and synchronic and
diachronic approaches, while the latter (represented by the second, the third and the fourth paper)
concerns understudied aspects of EFL teaching methodology and translational-terminological
issues. The order of the papers merges the theoretical and applied perspectives in an intricate
mosaic indicative of the diversity and multi-layeredness of English language studies today, All six

papers are based on solid theoretical and methodological grounds in their respective fields, include

up-to-date references. are well-structured and coherent, and present fresh and useful insights which

may be stimulating for further rescarch,

Overall, the Linguistics part of the ELALT4 Conference Proceedings, edited by Olga Panic-Kavgid
and Arijana Luburi¢-Cvijanovié. provides a valuable contribution to the field of English studies,

and it is with pleasure that | can recommend it for publication.
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
