BOSNIA AND HERZEGOVINA IN THE PERSPECTIVES OF AMERICAN
SCIENTISTS DURING THE FIRST WORLD WAR: THE CASE OF CHARLES
SEYMOUR

Summary

The paper analyzes the way in which Bosnia and Herzegovina was percieved by American
scientists during the First World War on the example of historian Charles Seymour. The activities of
American scientists are placed within the framework of the main foreign policy tendencies of Woodrow
Wilson's administration, which faced a number of serious issues upon entering the First World War. In the
context of the basic directions of the foreign policy of the United States, preparations for the future peace
conference became a task of particular importance. Scientists from numerous American institutions of
higher education played a central role in these preparations. One of them was Charles Seymour, professor
of history at Yale University and a member of the Inquiry, the body charged with preparation of the
United States for the peace conference. Through the prism of his historiographical works published
during the First World War, and his reports written for the Inquiry, the place of Bosnia and Herzegovina in
Seymour's narratives, assumptions and analyses is examined in the light of the American preparations for
the peace conference.
