EDUCATOR AND ENCOURAGEMENT
OF CREATIVITY IN KINDERGARTEN

Summary: The paper presents the results of teachers’ views about the possibilities
of stimulating the creativity among preschool children in kindergarten. The aim of this
study was to examine teachers’ implicit theories about the possibility of encouraging
creativity in kindergarten. The questionnaire with open and closed questions about the
concept, events and fostering creativity in kindergarten was sent to teachers (N=30). The
collected data were analized qualitatively and quantitatively. The results indicate a change
in the theachers’ opinion, although the generalization of findings is difficult because of the
small sample. The number of educators that have experienced change in perception of their
own role in creativity encouragement and have broadened their view of creativity itself was
proven by this study to be high. Research findings and provided experiences can be used_in
the design to support for teachers, aimed at encouragement creativity in kindergarten.
